Despite such popularity,tunédely, we hardly hear any famous spot for dogwood wigWke cherry
blossoms. It is because dogwood trees have a veryhsbtany of less than one hundred years after landingpainis soil. The first
40 white dogwood trees were brought to Japan in 1915 by DrawiBwingle of the US Department of Agriculture as reciaro
gifts for Japan’s contribution of 6040 cherry trees teshfagton DC and New York City half each in1912. More giftse followed
by Dr. David Fairchild, a US official and famous botaimistaryland who brought 12 pink dogwoods and many seeds. fSetctly
donation of dogwood could be highlighted by the visit of aboetlundred American Garden Club members who brought irasg m
dogwood trees and seeds in May 1935 according to an artielpanekse paper at that time. Unfortunately during thed/Ndr 11,
few paid any attention to take care of these gifted dogweed,teventually at this moment to our regrets ibistear where are the
original ones planted in Japan at the very first timengiortation. (Except three places to be presumed apthe where the original
dogwoods exist nowadays.) Despite such unfortunate ciranoes, their off-springs are now well spread nation widdaued by
Japanese people like cherry blossoms. He wisheukeadittended to be blessed with good health, with a leagbiness along with
